1. What does the word say: Principle!  
1 Timothy 2:1-4 I urge, then, first of all, that petitions, 
prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for all 
people— 2 for kings and all those in authority, that we may 
live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness. 3 
This is good, and pleases God our Savior, 4 who wants all 
people to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.

3. North Africa to a great part not reached. 14% of 
African population with 202 million people and an average 
of 98% Muslim

d) Reaching the unreached cannot be the job of a few 
individuals. 

 
5. Shall Africa be saved – Can Africa be saved? 
 We have the Holy Spirit – The Power & 

Gifts, what are we doing with it? 
 Example: steam locomotive 

 
a) Shall Africa be saved - Definitely. If we pray the 

Lord’s prayer – “Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your 
name, your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth 
as it is in heaven.” – what are WE doing about it? His will 
is being done in heaven – but – are we doing it here on 
earth. His will is that all men shall be saved – and 
Africa is part of HIS plan, His will.  
 

b) Can Africa be saved? –  
Here are two major questions we need to ask ourselves. 

a. Do we have faith for it?!? Without faith it is 
impossible to please God. So, why do we pray? 
Why do we preach if we don’t believe that what 
we pray and preach will happen if it is according to 
His will?  
 

b. What are we doing to see Africa being saved?  
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We are entering into a NEW ERA of evangelism: 
From the captain to the cook – all hands are needed 
on board.  

Involving not only the whole church, but also all 
the offices.  
Ephesians 4:11-16 
And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; 
and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and 
teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for 
the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the 
body of Christ: Till we all come in the unity of the 
faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, 
unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the 
stature of the fulness of Christ: That we 
henceforth be no more children, …, may grow up 
into him in all things, which is the head, even 
Christ: From whom the whole body fitly joined 
together and compacted by that which every joint 
supplieth, according to the effectual working in the 
measure of every part, maketh increase of the 
body unto the edifying of itself in love. 
 

6. Conclusion 
a. If we want to see it happen, we need to act – 

NOW. 
i. Take North Africa into our Prayer Focus. 

(Very often we see the focus on the crisis 
areas (earthquake, war…and it is 
important), but what about the crisis of 
Christianity in those regions?!? 

ii. Strive for unity. It’s not any more about 
denomination, but about salvation.  

iii. Take action! 
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 If there has ever been the right time to take action, it is now. 
 
If there has ever been the right person to do it – it is YOU  
 
What are you waiting for? What you want to see happening 
must start with YOU.  
 
Don’t ask others to do what you are not willing to do yourself.  
 

7. Consequences 
- Lord, I will do whatever it takes to work on unity 

in my ministry, denomination, networks around 
me 
 

- Lord, forgive me for taking North Africa and the 
desperate situation so lightly and NOT making 
plans to change it. 

 
- Lord, I pray for the fire of the Holy Spirit to ignite 

me afresh with a passion and compassion for the 
lost of North Africa and 

 
- I ask you Holy Spirit for guidance, wisdom, and 

boldness to take the next steps!
